18394 Fraser Hwy Calkins House and Store  

Built in 1925, just two years after the paving of Pacific 

Highway. 

B 7027 184 Street Clayton United Church 

Built in 1936 in Craftsman style, now home to Surrey Little 

Theatre. 

C 7541 184 Street Clayton Elementary School 

Clayton's first school opened in 1891; replaced by this 

building in 1921 

D 7412 192 St Bolivar Barn 

The Bolivar family’s barn, built ca. 1920 is a well-known 

local landmark. 

E 8534 192 St Latimer House  

Home of the Latimers, after whom Latimer Road (192 St.), 

Creek, and Hill are named

Modest bungalow, built ca.1930 

 19076 88 Avenue Port Kells Elementary School 

Built in 1907 the site has been a focal point of Port Kells 

since 1891 

 18922 88 Avenue Port Kells Fire Hall 

Built in 1923 as meeting hall for Port Kells Farmers Institute 

and used as a fire hall since 1947 

G 8764 Harvie Road Port Kells Post Office 

Built in 1929 to serve the Port Kells area, following removal 

of railway tracks along what is now Harvie Road 

 8553 Harvie Road Carl Mathisen House 

Craftsman style, built ca.1921 

 8277 Harvie Road Ingram House 

Built ca.1933 and moved in 1999 from its original site  

H 18456 88 Ave John Holt House 

Folk Victorian style built in 1905 

I 9568 192 St “The Castle” – Baron von Mackensen House 

Originally built ca.1900 in late Victorian Homestead style. In 

1915, owner von Mackensen was accused of spying, 

interned at Vernon, and deported to Germany in 1919.

includes old growth trees (4 Douglas Firs and 1 Western Red 

Cedar)
